Project Summary: 

The YMCA of Greater Long Beach Community Development Branch (Y-CDB) has a long history of working collaboratively with residents, schools, non-profit and public organizations to address the education, community development, and human service needs of our community. FSCS Coordinators, Family Involvement Coordinators, and Y-CDB employees will be located at the schools to work with principals, school staff, and community organizations to ensure service coordination and integration. Advisory Boards, composed of parents, residents, and school and agency staff, will provide ongoing program development, assessment, and communication. Their primary goals are to enhance children’s academic, social and health competencies, and to increase family involvement. The eligible services to be coordinated and provided are remedial education and academic enrichment activities, family engagement, mentoring and youth development programs, community services and service learning opportunities, nutrition and physical activity, primary health care, activities that improve access to and use of social and financial service programs, mental health and adult education, and literacy services. Year-round, school and community-based services will be provided Monday through Friday and on select weekends. All programs will be integrated with and build upon the school day. A multifaceted approach to family engagement will utilize best practices and culturally-competent approaches to build on skills and enhance family involvement in the school and community.
