FAQS FOR NACTEP FY 2013 GRANT COMPETITION

Purpose of the Guidance

The purpose of this guidance is to provide information about the Department of Education’s FY 2013 competition in the Native American Career and Technical Education Program (NACTEP).  This guidance does not impose any requirements beyond those included in relevant provisions of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006; the Department’s Feb. 26, 2013 NACTEP notice inviting applications (NIA); the Department’s Feb. 26, 2013 NACTEP notice of final requirements, definitions, and selection criteria; and other applicable Department of Education laws and regulations.  In addition, it does not create or confer any rights for or on any person.
 1. Q:   If an applicant addresses the STEM invitational priority, the Technology invitational priority, or both priorities in its NACTEP application, will it receive additional points?
 1.  A:   No.  As provided in 34 CFR 75.105(c)(1) and stated in our Feb. 26, 2013 NACTEP NIA, an application that meets an invitational priority receives no competitive or absolute preference over an application that does not meet the priority.  That is, an application that meets either or both of the invitational priorities in our NIA will not receive any additional points for doing so. 
 2.  Q:   Is the $450,000 referred to in the NIA as the estimated average size of awards under this NACTEP FY 2013 competition the estimated amount that a successful applicant could expect to receive in each of the two years of the project period or is it the total amount a successful applicant would receive over the full 24-month project period?
 2.  A:   Subject to the availability of funds, $450,000 is the estimated amount that a successful applicant could expect to receive for each year of its two-year NACTEP project.
