· Basic measurement principles of reliability and validity, test construction, assessing skill acquisition and competence, and interpreting results from measures
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Criteria Three and Four

Achieved in second required course and practicum
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Practicum in Teaching

· Applied practicum of teaching experiences (average of nine hours/week - eight of these in practicum activities and one in seminar activities)
