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Grants for Facilities, Health and Environmental Literacy
Promise Neighborhoods improves the educational and developmental outcomes of children and youth in distressed neighborhoods by linking services provided to the child, family, community and school to provide comprehensive solutions.

Investing in Innovation grants support the implementation of proven innovative practices that improve student achievement, graduation rates and college completion.
The Carol M. White Physical Education Program assists local educational agencies and community-based organizations in initiating, expanding, or enhancing physical education and nutrition education programs that help students meet state standards for physical education.    

Safe and Supportive School (S3) Grants Measure school safety at the building level and help intervene in those schools with the greatest safety needs. 

National Centers for Career and Technical Education  Supports states’ work to develop replicable models of green high school career programs to prepare graduates for jobs in the green economy. 

Supporting Effective Educator Development Grant Program provides funding for grants to national non-profit organizations for projects that are supported by at least moderate evidence to recruit, select, and prepare or provide professional enhancement activities for teachers and principals.

Charter Schools Program, Grants for Replication and Expansion of High-Quality Charter Schools awards are made to nonprofit charter management organizations and other not-for-profit entities that operate more than one high-quality charter school for the replication and expansion of successful charter school models.
Credit Enhancement for Charter School Facilities Program supports credit enhancement initiatives in order to assist charter schools in using private sector capital to acquire, construct, renovate, or lease academic facilities.
National Clearinghouse on Educational Facilities funds an Educational Facilities Clearinghouse to collect and disseminate information on effective educational practices and the latest research regarding the planning, design, financing, construction, improvement, operations, and maintenance of safe, healthy, high performance public facilities for nursery and prekindergarten, kindergarten through grade 12, and for higher education. 
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
