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PROGRAM ABSTRACT
California State University, Fresno proposes a College Assistance Migrant Program [
“ommuter, first-time freshmen who are migrant or seasonal farm worker students from
the San Joaquin Valley in California. This immense Valley is the size of the States of North and
South Carolina combined. It is the greatest agricultural producing region in the world and thus
employs more than twice the number of migrant workers as in all of Texas.
Our program has a long history of receiving awards and being recognized nationally as a
“best practices” CAMP program. We work with over 65 regional high schools to identify eligible
students and recruit a diverse group of students which has the greatest need for CAMP services.
The goal of our program is to provide students with the academic foundation they need to
successfully reach their educational and career objectives. Our staff focuses on four primary
outcomes which determine program success:
Retention — completion of 1st year & enrollment into 2nd year
Satisfactory academic progress and completion of a full course load of classes

Academic guidance throughout graduation
Internship & employment preparation in selected career prior to graduation
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Once on campus, students will be placed in a highly structured but outwardly informal
program. They receive intense and highly personalized attention that relies on frequent staff
contact and meeting milestones to ensure their success. By remaining focused on these outcomes

we are very proud of our past success of
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an average of 70 migrant students graduate each year
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California has the nation’s largest migrant student population and 43% are found in and
around the regions served by CSU, Sacramento. Our campus is located at the southern end of the
fertile Sacramento Valley and serves three regions with a combined high school student
population of over 78,500 (Region XXII[—San Joaquin County 21,960; Region IIIl—Merced
and surrounding counties 20,882; and Region [I—Sacramento Valley 35,675.)2

CAMP at California State University, Sacramento has provided educational opportunities
to over 1,000 migrant and seasonal farmworker students during its 23-year history. The CSUS
CAMP program has a proud history of success. In its 23 years of operation, CSUS CAMP has
served over 1,600 students. Over the last ten years, the second year retention rates for CAMP
students have consistently been higher than the rates of other first time freshmen. CAMP
students also complete their first year of college with a higher GPA than the average student, and
the percentage of CAMP students in good academic standing is significantly higher than that of
other first-time freshmen cohorts.” When considering that most CAMP students enter the
University with fewer college preparatory requirements and lower SAT scores than the average
student, the success of CAMP at this CSUS speaks for itself.
