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	Description of Project: 
	Proposal Justification: REACT focuses on innovations that support effective teaching and student achievement growth. (AP 5). The Data Coaching Model that REACTS proposes district wide began at Joe Hamilton Elementary in 06/07 and has seen significant increases in student achievement. Joe Hamilton doubled (22% to 44%) the number of students scoring proficient or advanced on the CST (California Standards Test) in ELA in the first two years of implementing the data coaching model. An interdisciplinary team at Crescent Elk Middle School implemented the data coaching model in 07/08 and improved their CST scores by 26% in ELA and 30% in Math during the first year of implementation. REACT was developed based on promising student achievement results at these sites. Our hypothesis is that a district wide implementation of the support structures (Data Coaching, Data informed instruction and Data PLC teams) will increase teacher effectiveness and positively impact student outcomes district wide. 
Project Description: The REACT program focuses on teaching teachers and administrators to use formative and summative assessments to conduct analysis of student performance, the effectiveness of instructional practices, and to target instructional needs of students in the general and subgroup populations. Professional Development delivered through the REACT will clarify use of data to draw accurate conclusions about student growth. The Data Wall process will be an integral part of data team meetings that analyze assessments for ELA, Math, History/Social Studies, and Science in grades K-12 and with developmental data from county preschools. REACT is a cohesive structure for improvement of student learning and teacher instruction in all core subjects across our single, county-wide school district.
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
