	The project will create and formatively evaluate Around the Corner, a technology-enhanced approach to early literacy that combines the Success for All Foundation’s Curiosity Corner preschool and Kindergarten programs with content from the award-winning PBS show Between the Lions and other multimedia content. After development and piloting in collaboration with our partner schools, a formative evaluation of Around the Corner will be carried out, with qualitative measures and then a quantitative evaluation with random assignment of students to conditions within 12 schools. The expected outcome will be a fully developed program ready to be more broadly evaluated and disseminated nationally.
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
