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	Description of Project: 
	The Alaska Statewide Mentor Project proposal will expand its intervention, in this case full-release mentoring and validate its effect on Early Career Teachers (ECTs). The primary project activities are implementation and study of the effectiveness of the ASMP full-release mentoring model in both urban and rural contexts across Alaska. Over five years, two ASMP cohorts of ECTs will be trained in a two-year program. Expected outcomes include higher student achievement, increased teacher effectiveness, and increased retention of early career teachers. 
The project will reach 46,000 Alaska students over five years through mentoring services provided to 850+ Early Career Teachers. It is a conservative estimate as it does not count students of trained mentors who return to the classroom following 2-3 years as full-release mentor.

A unique feature of this project is that mentors are fully released from their regular teaching assignment for the duration of their mentoring commitment.

The ASMP UGO i3 Validation project addresses Absolute Priority 1: Innovations that Support Effective Teachers. The project meets the requirements of two competitive preference priorities. The project meets the requirements of Competitive Preference Priority #8 by addressing the learning of LEP SpED students, and the requirements of Competitive Preference Priority #9 by improving new teacher retention through intensive mentoring. 
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
