	ELLA-V validates Project ELLA intervention components across 75 randomly-assigned urban, suburban, and rural schools with a total of 14,400 students and 600 teachers. ELLA, a prior IES-funded longitudinal RCT (R305P030032), yielded moderate evidence from a 4-year, K-3 intervention -science-embedded English language and literacy acquisition. Purpose 1. Validate ELLA interventions at each grade level, K-3, annually to determine the degree of impact that each intervention has on English oral language/literacy, reading, and science Purpose 2. Examine the impact of bi-monthly professional development for treatment teachers compared to comparison group teachers on pedagogical skills, measured by sound observation instruments, and on student achievement, measured by state/national English language/literacy/reading tests and a national science test

Features: High technology via virtual observations, virtual professional development bimonthly; randomly assigned schools with students served in English as second language (ESL) time; representative schools serving majority native Spanish-speaking LEPs in urban, suburban, small  town, and rural districts; treatment classes compared to typical practice comparison classes; observation instrument application; observation instrument for ESL classes, and standards aligned interventions and curriculum for ESL classrooms for English language learners.
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
