Thank you for your interest in applying for a Development grant under the Investing in Innovation (i3) Fund.  In its first four years, i3 has generated unprecedented enthusiasm.  Thousands of local educational agencies and non-profits have submitted high-quality proposals, and the Department of Education has funded 117 of them.  The Department is pleased that Congress has appropriated new funds that will allow approximately $134, 8000,000 in grants this year to support a range of new and evidence-based, innovative approaches to improving student achievement and providing every students with access to a world-class education. 
As you know, the Department has implemented the pre-application process for the 2014 Development grant competition. The Department received 395 pre-applications.  Applicants that submitted highly rated pre-applications have been invited to submit a full application for the Development competition.  If you received a letter informing you that you are a highly rated applicant, please use this application package to submit your full application for the Development competition.  Additionally, pre-applicants who were not highly rated may also submit a full application if they so choose.  In order to be eligible to submit a full application and receive an i3 Development grant, an entity must have first successfully submit a pre-application by the established deadline and that pre-application must have been peer reviewed. 
Please carefully read the Notice Inviting Applications published March 14, 2014, this Application Package, and other Department documents such as the i3 Frequently Asked Questions to ensure you understand the i3 Development grant competition. 

The core aim of the i3 program continues: to improve education for our neediest students.  The i3 program utilizes a “tiered evidence” framework to allocate funds: proposals supported by limited evidence receive the smallest grants, and proposals with the most rigorous evidence can receive large grants that enable expansion across the country.  All i3 projects are required to conduct an independent evaluation in order to expand our understanding of what works in education, and help answer questions about for whom and in what contexts specific interventions are most effective.  Our sincere hope is that these evaluations are valuable to grantees and the broader public alike. 
This year’s i3 Development competition incorporates a few changes to reflect lessons learned from prior i3 competitions, consistent with the final priorities, requirements, definitions, and selection criteria for this program, published in the Federal Register (the “2013 i3 NFP”). While the Department continues to use broad priorities in the i3 grant competition, the 2013 i3 NFP includes subparts under each priority that target specific needs. This structure enables the i3 program to build a portfolio of solutions and corresponding evidence for different approaches to addressing key challenges in public education. In addition, as part of the 2013 NFP, we revised evidence standards and definitions so that applicants can better understand what is required to meet each level of evidence.  
The i3 program also includes a statutory requirement for a private-sector match for all i3 grantees.  We have modified the process for applicants to demonstrate evidence of the required private-sector match, with the intent of enabling you to secure more meaningful private-sector support for your project.  Additional details regarding how this process will work are included in the Notice Inviting Applications, this Application Package, and the i3 Frequently Asked Questions.
This application package includes all the instructions and forms you will need to apply for an FY 2014 i3 Development grant.  Please review the entire application package carefully before preparing and submitting your application.  Applications must be submitted electronically using Grants.gov (unless you qualify for an exception) and all submissions must be completed by the application deadline.  Note that Grants.gov requires that you register prior to submitting your application.  It is also important to note that in previous competitions, some prospective applicants missed the application deadline because they underestimated the amount of time needed to complete registration and submission with SAM and Grants.gov.  Therefore, you are advised to confirm that you have an active record with SAM.  If you have an expired record, you will need to activate your record in order to submit an application for the i3 competition. III. Authorizing Legislation

Section 14007 of Division A of Title XIV of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, as amended by section 307 of Division D of P.L. 111- 117 (H.R. 3288), the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2010

SEC. 14007. INNOVATION FUND.

(a) In General.

(1) Eligible entities. For the purposes of this section, the term 

"eligible entity'' means—

(A) a local educational agency; or

(B) a partnership between a nonprofit organization and—

(i) one or more local educational agencies; or

(ii) a consortium of schools.

(2) Program established. From the total amount reserved under 

section 14001(c), the Secretary may reserve up to $650,000,000 to establish an Innovation Fund, which shall consist of academic achievement awards that recognize eligible entities that meet the requirements described in subsection (b).

(3) Purpose of Awards.  The Secretary shall make awards to eligible entities in order to identify, document, and bring to scale innovative best practices based on demonstrated success, to allow such eligible entities to—

(A) expand their work and serve as models for best practices; and

(B) work in partnership with the private sector and the philanthropic community.

(b) Eligibility. To be eligible for such an award, an eligible entity shall—

(1)(A) have significantly closed the achievement gaps between groups of students described in section 1111(b)(2) of the ESEA (20 U.S.C. 6311(b)(2)); or

(B) have demonstrated success in significantly increasing student academic achievement for all groups of students described in such section;

(2) have made significant improvement in other areas, such as graduation rates or increased recruitment and placement of high-quality teachers and school leaders, as demonstrated with meaningful data; and

(3) demonstrate that it has established one or more partnerships with the private sector, which may include philanthropic organizations, and that the private sector will provide matching funds in order to help bring results to scale.
(c) Special Rule. In the case of an eligible entity that includes a nonprofit

organization, the eligible entity shall be considered to have met the eligibility requirements of paragraphs (1)(A) or (1)(B) and (2) of subsection (b) if the nonprofit organization has a record of significantly improving student achievement, attainment, or retention and shall be considered to have met the requirements of subsection (b)(3) if it demonstrates that it will meet the requirement relating to private-sector matching.

(d) Subgrants.   In the case of an eligible entity that is a partnership described in subsection (a)(1)(B), the partner serving as the fiscal agent may make subgrants to one or more of the other entities in partnership.

IV.    Overview of the Application Process

Thank you for your interest in the Investing in Innovation Fund (i3) grant program.  Following is a brief overview of the i3 application process. 

I. Getting Started

All applicants interested in completing a full Development application should first thoroughly review the NIA for FY 2014 published in the Federal Register on March 14, 2014 (79 FR 14486-14500). The Department has made several changes to the design of the i3 program to increase the program’s effect, so all applicants should carefully review the information provided in the NIA.  The NIA will orient applicants to the i3 program by providing the following information:

· Background information and purpose of the program;

· Eligibility requirements;

· Absolute Priorities and subparts;

· Selection Criteria and assigned points; 

· Key definitions;

· Evidence Framework;
· Procedural and substantive requirements of both the pre-application and full application process,  and

· Instructions on how to electronically submit the application.
Applicants should pay close attention to the Selection Criteria as applications will be evaluated and scored against these Criteria.  
II.  Completing and Submitting Your Application

NOTE: References to Part A and B are used strictly for the purpose of guiding applicants to the location of application components within this document.  Applicants will not find references to Parts A and B when submitting in Grants.gov; they will however find each component.

Components are discussed in detail in the following pages of this document.   A detailed discussion of the submission process within Grants.gov can be found in this application package.  Entities are encouraged to familiarize themselves with Grants.gov. 

All i3 applications must be received on or before August 11, 2014.
Please note that U.S. Department of Education grant application deadline is 4:30:00 P.M., Washington, DC time.  Your application must be fully uploaded and submitted and must be date and time stamped by the Grants.gov system no later than 4:30:00 P.M., Washington, DC time, on the application deadline date.  Late applications will not be accepted.  The Department is required to enforce the established deadline to ensure fairness to all applicants.  No changes or additions to an application will be accepted after the deadline date and time.
An applicant may check the status of its application(s), any time after submission, by using the "Track My Application" feature available from the upper navigation on the Grants.gov site.  Applicants may also check the status of a submission by logging into their Grants.gov account using the Applicant Login.  After logging in, an applicant should click on the "Check Application Status" link on the left-hand menu.  Applicants should be careful that they download the intended i3 application package and that they submit their applications under the intended i3 competition.  Your application will be reviewed under the competition it was submitted under, and only applications that are successfully submitted by the established deadline will be peer reviewed.
III. Addressing Your Questions

The Department provides multiple avenues for interested applicants to ask questions and clarify their understanding of the i3 competition and process.  Applicants should keep in mind that the Department cannot provide guidance on specific proposals.

i3 Development Program Design Elements

In the 2013 i3 NFP, the Department redesigned key aspects of the i3 program to increase the program’s effect.  The key aspects for the i3 Development competition are that it:
I. Identifies six Absolute Priorities for the FY 2014 Competition, representing a range of education topics including subparts under each priority that target specific needs.  Applicants must identify a subpart under the Absolute Priority they are addressing.  There are no Competitive Preference Priorities.

· Absolute Priority 1—Improving the Effectiveness of Teachers or Principals
· Absolute Priority 2—Improving Low-Performing Schools
· Absolute Priority 3—Improving Academic Outcomes for Students with Disabilities
· Absolute Priority 4—Improving Academic Outcomes for English Learners (ELs)
· Absolute Priority 5—Effective Use of Technology
· Absolute Priority 6—Serving Rural Communities

· Note that this year’s applicants applying under this priority must address one of the other five absolute priorities for the FY 2014 i3 Development competition listed above, while serving students enrolled in rural LEAs.
II. Revises the evidence standards and definitions so that applicants can better understand what is required to meet each level of evidence. 
· Development applicants must identify the evidence standard under which they are submitting their applications (i.e., evidence of promise or strong theory).
III. Modifies the process for applicants to secure, and demonstrate evidence of, the required private-sector match
· Applicants must still secure 15 percent of its Federal grant award but, the timeframe has been expanded.
· Highest-rated applicants must submit evidence of 50 percent of the required private-sector match prior to the awarding of an i3 grant.  An applicant must provide evidence of the remaining 50 percent of the required private-sector match no later than six months after the project start date.
IV. Allows pre-applicants who were not highly rated to submit a full application if they choose. 
Application Tips

I. Register or maintain registration on SAM.gov.  The SAM registration process can take approximately seven business days, but may take upwards of several weeks, depending on the completeness and accuracy of the data entered into the SAM database by an entity.  Thus, if you think you might want to apply for Federal financial assistance under a program administered by the Department, please allow sufficient time to obtain and register your DUNS number and TIN.  Once your SAM registration is active, you will need to allow 24 to 48 hours for the information to be available in Grants.gov and before you can submit an application through Grants.gov.  Also note that you will need to update your registration annually.  This may take three or more business days.
II. Register early on Grants.gov.  The registration process may take up to two weeks to complete.  For additional information on the registration and submission process please review the resources available on the Grants.gov Website. 
III. Verify that the person assigned to submit the application has been designated as an Authorized Organization Representative (AOR).  Track your AOR status (see page 44).  You must be “active” in order to submit an application on behalf of the organization.
IV. Carefully review the FY2014 NIA for eligibility requirements.  While applicants did not need to address the eligibility requirements for the pre-application, full applications will be deemed ineligible if they do not meet all of the eligibility requirements, including the required evidence standards and prior record of improvement.
V. Clearly state which Absolute Priority you are submitting an application under and identify the subpart under the chosen priority your application addresses.  Applications will be reviewed and ranked by Absolute Priority, so it is important that you clearly indicate the Absolute Priority you intend the Department to review your application under.  Applicants should ensure that the Absolute Priority and subpart identified in the application narrative matches that identified on the i3 Applicant Information Sheet.  
VI. Review the submission for clarity.  Applications will be read by multiple peer reviewers; therefore it is important to ensure that the application can be understood by someone who is unfamiliar with your project.
VII. Submit all files in .PDF format.  While Grants.gov may accept other format types, the Department’s system, which receives the files from Grants.gov, will only accept .PDF files.  Files submitted in formats other than .PDF may not convert in a legible manner and, in these instances, cannot be reviewed.
VIII. Submit early on Grants.gov.  Applications must be finished uploading, and be validated by the Grants.gov system, by 4:30:00pm, Washington, DC, time on the deadline date.  Validation indicates if the submission was successful and may take up to two days.  If the submitted application is deemed invalid due to an error, applicants may correct the error and resubmit only if the 4:30:00pm EDT deadline has not passed.  Applicants are encouraged to review the submission to be sure that the files transmitted correctly.  Grants.gov may not catch all errors.  Late submissions or modifications to the submitted application will not be accepted after the deadline.
IX. Each application will be reviewed under the competition it was submitted under in the Grants.gov system, and only applications that are successfully submitted by the established deadline will be peer reviewed.  Applicants should be careful that they download the intended i3 application package and that they submit their applications under the intended i3 competition.  
X. NOTE: Applicants will receive multiple emails to confirm submission in Grants.gov, validation, and transmission to the Department of Education.  Once the application is transmitted to the Department, applicants will receive a final email with a unique identifier called a PR Award Number.  Use this number when making inquiries about the submitted application.

Only one combined budget should be submitted to represent costs for all entities involved in the proposed project.  Specific instructions are included on page 17 of this application package.

The Other Attachments Form is where you will attach the application appendices.  Specific Appendix instructions are included on page 19 of this application package.

NOTE:  If you have multiple documents to be attached to one of the above narrative sections (except for Other Attachments), it is recommended that you merge them into one .PDF file and upload them to the appropriate narrative. 

Instructions for ED Abstract Narrative
Eligible applicants must submit a one-page abstract.  

The one-page abstract, limited to 2000 characters, should include the following items:

· Project Title, if applicable;
· Type of Grant Requested (Development);
· Absolute Priority and subpart;
· Brief project description including project activities;
· Summary of project objectives and expected outcomes;
· Target number of students to be served in the project;
· Any special project features; and
· List of partners.
Instructions for Project Narrative

The Project Narrative should include, in detail, the eligible applicant’s response to the Selection Criteria.  Eligible applicants should address each of the Selection Criteria since the application will be evaluated and scored against these Criteria.  The maximum possible score for each Criterion is indicated in the NIA.  

Absolute Priorities

The FY 2014 i3 NIA includes six Absolute Priorities.  Eligible applicants for all types of grants are required to choose one of the six Absolute Priorities and subpart, and address the Priority in the application.  Eligible applications will address the selected Absolute Priority in the Project Narrative by addressing the Selection Criteria.  The six Absolute Priorities and subparts are explained in detail in the NIA.

Applicants should keep in mind that, to the extent feasible, the Department intends to match peer reviewer experience with the Absolute Priority addressed in the application.  In addition, the Department will rank applications by Absolute Priority.  For these reasons, applicants should clearly identify the Absolute Priority in both the Project Narrative and on the i3 Applicant Information Sheet. 
Please note that the proposed project in the full application must be consistent with the scope and objectives described in the highly rated and other pre-application.  A change in the Absolute Priority or subpart would represent a change in the scope and objectives of the project.  Therefore, the Absolute Priority and subpart identified in the full application for a Development grant must be the same as the Absolute Priority and subpart identified in the applicant’s pre-application.
Formatting

A “page” is 8.5" x 11", on one side only, with 1" margins at the top, bottom, and both sides.  Page numbers and an identifier may be within the 1” margin.  Double- space (no more than three lines per vertical inch) all text in the application narrative, including titles, headings, footnotes, quotations, and references.  Use a font size that is either 12-point or larger or no smaller than 10 pitch.  Use one of the following fonts: Times New Roman, Courier, Courier New, or Arial.  

Page Limits
Eligible applicants should limit the Project Narrative to 25 pages.  The page limits apply to the responses to the Selection Criteria.  The Table of Contents does not count against the page limit.
Suggested Point Ranges
 for Rating Applicant Responses to the Selection Criteria

All applicants are required to respond to each of the Selection Criteria published in the Notice Inviting Applications published in the Federal Register on March 14, 2014 (79 FR 14486-14500). Please assess applications based on the Selection Criteria.  No outside factors, such as personal knowledge of past performance, or subjective judgments about what an application should contain may be considered.  Please note that within each Criterion no one factor is worth more points than the other.  The application should be a comprehensive design for the proposed intervention and desired outcomes.  Therefore, it is imperative that reviewers read the application in its entirety to determine the overall quality of the proposed project and the quality of the applicant’s response to each Criterion.  

The numerical scores assigned to an applicant’s response to the Selection Criteria must be consistent with the comments written.  Comments and scores should reflect the same overall assessment of the quality of the response.  It is important that you do not pair a negative comment with a positive score and vice versa.  Comments indicate why the applicant’s response to each Selection Criterion is fully developed, well developed, adequately developed, poorly developed, or not addressed.  Scores indicate how well or poorly the applicant responded to a Selection Criterion.  Shown below are suggested point ranges for an evaluation of fully developed, well developed, adequately developed, poorly developed, or not addressed, for each of the Criterion.

Instructions for Budget Narrative

The Budget Narrative Form should include the eligible applicant’s line item budget (ED form 524) AND the accompanying detailed budget narrative justification. 

Eligible applicants may request i3 funding for 3, 4, or 5 years and should make this determination at the time of application.  Eligible applicants must complete ED 524 for all budget years of the proposed project.  Eligible applicants must also provide a detailed budget narrative that describes their proposed multiyear project activities and the costs associated with those activities as well as all costs associated with carrying out the proposed project.  Section 75.112(b) of EDGAR requires applicants to present “a narrative that describes how and when, in each budget period of the project, the applicant plans to meet each objective of the project.”  EDGAR may be accessed at:

In addition, eligible applicants should include costs for four project staff persons (project director, evaluator, and two partners) to attend an annual 2-day project directors meeting in Washington, DC.
The budget should include only costs that are allowable, reasonable, and necessary for carrying out the objectives of the i3 project.  Rules about allowable costs are included both in EDGAR and the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR): 2 CFR 220 (formerly OMB Circular A-21) for institutions of higher education; 2CFR 225 (formerly OMB Circular A-87) for state and local governments; and 2 CFR 230 (formerly OMB Circular A-122) for non-profit organizations. PROTECTION OF HUMAN SUBJECTS IN RESEARCH

I.  Definitions and Exemptions
A.  Definitions.
A research activity involves human subjects if the activity is research, as defined in the Department’s regulations, and the research activity will involve use of human subjects, as defined in the regulations.

—Research
The ED Regulations for the Protection of Human Subjects, Title 34, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 97, define research as “a systematic investigation, including research development, testing and evaluation, designed to develop or contribute to generalizable knowledge.”  If an activity follows a deliberate plan whose purpose is to develop or contribute to generalizable knowledge it is research.  Activities which meet this definition constitute research whether or not they are conducted or supported under a program that is considered research for other 

purposes.  For example, some demonstration and service programs may include research activities.

—Human Subject
The regulations define human subject as “a living individual about whom an investigator (whether professional or student) conducting research obtains (1) data through intervention or interaction with the individual, or (2) identifiable private information.”  (1) If an activity involves obtaining information about a living person by manipulating that person or that person’s environment, as might occur when a new instructional technique is tested, or by communicating or interacting with the individual, as occurs with surveys and interviews, the definition of human subject is met.  (2) If an activity involves obtaining private information about a living person in such a way that the information can be linked to that individual (the identity of the subject is or may be readily determined by the investigator or associated with the information), the definition of human subject is met.  [Private information includes information about behavior that occurs in a context in which an individual can reasonably expect that no observation or recording is taking place, and information which has been provided for specific purposes by an individual and which the individual can reasonably expect will not be made public (for example, a school health record).

B. Exemptions:

Research activities in which the only involvement of human subjects will be in one or more of the following six categories of exemptions are not covered by the regulations:

(1) Research conducted in established or commonly accepted educational settings, involving normal educational practices, such as (a) research on regular and special education instructional strategies, or (b) research on the effectiveness of or the comparison among instructional techniques, curricula, or classroom management methods.

(2) Research involving the use of educational tests (cognitive, diagnostic, aptitude, achievement), survey procedures, interview procedures or observation of public behavior, unless: (a) information obtained is recorded in such a manner that human subjects can be identified, directly or through identifiers linked to the subjects; and (b) any disclosure of the human subjects’ responses outside the research could reasonably place the subjects at risk of criminal or civil liability or be damaging to the subjects’ financial standing, employability, or reputation.  If the subjects are children, exemption 2 applies only to research involving educational tests and observations of public behavior when the investigator(s) do not participate in the activities being observed.  Exemption 2 does not apply if children are surveyed or interviewed or if the research involves observation of public behavior and the investigator(s) participate in the activities being observed.  [Children are defined as persons who have not attained the legal age for consent to treatments or procedures involved in the research, under the applicable law or jurisdiction in which the research will be conducted.]

(3) Research involving the use of educational tests (cognitive, diagnostic, aptitude, achievement), survey procedures, interview procedures or observation of public behavior that is not exempt under section (2) above, if the human subjects are elected or appointed public officials or candidates for public office; or federal statute(s) require(s) without exception that the confidentiality of the personally identifiable information will be maintained throughout the research and thereafter.

(4) Research involving the collection or study of existing data, documents, records, pathological specimens, or diagnostic specimens, if these sources are publicly available or if the information is recorded by the investigator in a manner that subjects cannot be identified, directly or through identifiers linked to the subjects.

(5) Research and demonstration projects which are conducted by or subject to the approval of department or agency heads, and which are designed to study, evaluate, or otherwise examine:  (a) public benefit or service programs; (b) procedures for obtaining benefits or services under those programs; (c) possible changes in or alternatives to those programs or procedures; or (d) possible changes in methods or levels of payment for benefits or services under those programs.

(6) Taste and food quality evaluation and consumer acceptance studies, (a) if wholesome foods without additives are consumed or (b) if a food is consumed that contains a food ingredient at or below the level and for a use found to be safe, or agricultural chemical or environmental contaminant at or below the level found to be safe, by the Food and Drug Administration or approved by the Environmental Protection Agency or the Food Safety and Inspection Service of the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

(3) Recruitment and Informed Consent:  Describe plans for the recruitment of subjects and the consent procedures to be followed.  Include the circumstances under which consent will be sought and obtained, who will seek it, the nature of the information to be provided to prospective subjects, and the method of documenting consent.  State if the Institutional Review Board (IRB) has authorized a modification or waiver of the elements of consent or the requirement for documentation of consent.

(4) Potential Risks: Describe potential risks (physical, psychological, social, legal, or other) and assess their likelihood and seriousness.  Where appropriate, describe alternative treatments and procedures that might be advantageous to the subjects.

(5) Protection Against Risk: Describe the procedures for protecting against or minimizing potential risks, including risks to confidentiality, and assess their likely effectiveness. (Please note that in early 2013, Grants.gov discovered an issue with the newest version of Adobe Reader XI but it was subsequently resolved.)  Information on computer and operating system compatibility with Adobe and links to download the latest version is available on Grants.gov at this link:  compatibility table.  We strongly recommend that you review these details on www.Grants.gov before completing and submitting your application.  In addition, applicants should submit their application a day or two in advance of the closing date as detailed below.  Also, applicants are required to upload their attachments in .pdf format only.  (See details below under “Attaching Files – Additional Tips.”)  If you have any questions regarding this matter please email the Grants.gov Contact Center at support@grants.gov or call 1-800-518-4726.

Application Tips

1) REGISTER EARLY – Grants.gov registration involves many steps including registration on SAM (www.sam.gov) which may take approximately one week to complete, but could take upwards of several weeks  to complete, depending upon the completeness and accuracy of the data entered into the SAM database by an applicant.  You may begin working on your application while completing the registration process, but you cannot submit an application until all of the Registration steps are complete.  Please note that once your SAM registration is active, it will take 24-48 hours for the information to be available in Grants.gov, and before you can submit an application through Grants.gov. Registration in Brief (allow 4 weeks for completion of all steps)
a. Obtain DUNS Number
Same day. If requested by phone (1-866-705-5711) DUNS is provided immediately. If your organization does not have one, you will need to go to the Dun & Bradstreet website at http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform to obtain the number. 

b. Register with SAM. All applicants are advised to confirm that they have an active record with System for Award Management (SAM). If an applicant has an expired record, the applicant will need to activate its record in order to submit an application for the i3 competition.  Ensure that your organization is registered with the System for Award Management (SAM) at https://www.sam.gov/portal/public/SAM/.  If your organization is not registered within the SAM, an authorizing official of your organization must register. 
i. You can obtain a Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number from Dun and Bradstreet.  A DUNS number can be created within one-to-two business days.
ii. If you are a corporate entity, agency, institution, or organization, you can obtain a Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN) from the Internal Revenue Service.  If you are an individual, you can obtain a TIN from the Internal Revenue Service or the Social Security Administration.  If you need a new TIN, please allow 2-5 weeks for your TIN to become active. 
iii. The SAM registration process can take approximately seven business days, but may take upwards of several weeks, depending on the completeness and accuracy of the data entered into the SAM database by an entity. Thus, if you think you might want to apply for Federal financial assistance under a program administered by the Department, please allow sufficient time to obtain and register your DUNS number and TIN. e. TRACK AOR STATUS

2) SUBMIT EARLY – We strongly recommend that you do not wait until the last day to submit your application.  Grants.gov will put a date/time stamp on your application and then process it after it is fully uploaded.  The time it takes to upload an application will vary depending on a number of factors including the size of the application and the speed of your Internet connection, and the time it takes Grants.gov to process the application will vary as well. 2. Grants.gov cannot process an application that includes two or more files that have the same name within a grant submission.  Therefore, each file uploaded to your application package should have a unique file name.

3. When attaching files, applicants should follow the guidelines established by Grants.gov on the size and content of file names.  Uploaded files must be less than 50 characters, contain no spaces, no special characters (example: -, &, *, %, /, #, \) including periods (.), blank spaces and accent marks.  Applications submitted that do not comply with the Grants.gov guidelines will be rejected at Grants.gov and not forwarded to the Department.  

4. Applicants should limit the size of their file attachments.  Documents submitted that contain graphics and/or scanned material often greatly increase the size of the file attachments and can result in difficulties opening the files.  For reference, the average discretionary grant application package totals 1 to 2 MB.  Therefore, you may want to check the total size of your package before submission.
