Booker T. Washington International Studies Elementary School

(1st year 280 students, 2nd year 290 students, 3rd year 300 students) 
The theme of Washington International Studies School is based on International Studies – International Baccalaureate Organization, Primary Years Program.

Heidelberg (STEAM) Elementary School (1st year 280 students, 2nd year 290 students, 3rd year

300 students) 
The theme of Heidelberg STEAM Elementary School is based on five components; Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Mathematics.

Kirkpatrick Health & Medical Science Elementary

(1st year 280 students, 2nd year 290 students, 3rd year 300 students) 
The theme of Kirkpatrick School is based on the STEM aspects Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics.

Oakhurst Intermediate Academy

(1st year 280 students, 2nd year 290 students, 3rd year 300 students) 
The theme of Oakhurst Intermediate Academy is based on four Academies, STEM, Visual & Performing Arts, International Studies (PYP/MYP),and Language Immersion. Students will be enrolled in one of the four Academies, but may take electives from the other Academies.
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
