CHILD – Choice Helps Individuals Learn & Develop will create multiple K-12 Learning Pathways that celebrate LSD diversity, promote increased academic achievement and lead to student success in postsecondary education and careers, particularly in the STEM areas of Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics. With the implementation of six new magnet programs—five whole school and one specialized school-within-a-school—the district proposes to offer parents and students the opportunity to participate in innovative, accelerated curricular programs—(Discovery STEAM, Project Lead The Way, Global Studies/Spanish Immersion New Tech)—with first class partners—(Buck Institute for Education, the Smithsonian Institution, Discovery Education, PLTW and the New Tech Network)—that will attract new students to the district, welcome returning students from charter schools and voucher programs, all while offering something of interest and rigor to those who currently call LSD home. These programs will strengthen the diversity of our student populations and offer enrollment opportunities that expand our district’s ability to offer parents and students the choice to attend schools with challenging academic curricula and rich, multi-cultural experiences. With MSAP funds, six unique programs will be implemented in six schools, bringing the number of magnet programs in the district to 21 and the number of students served to nearly 5,000. Because of the continuing decline in state dollars for public education, Lansing School District has faced painful budget cuts over the last decade that has required closing 14 schools. Three of those schools were magnet - two funded in 2004 and one in 2007. Their programs were moved to nearby buildings, to keep them intact. Without startup funds, it is significantly more difficult for LSD to overcome obstacles in balancing its schools and improving academic achievement for all of its students. Lansing School District believes it has created the quality options needed to reinvigorate programs and motivate families.
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
