Project Description:

Connecticut is recognized as a state of many contradictions: extreme wealth/deep poverty; wide racial diversity/significant isolation; large divides between student achievement/failure. To address these differences, Partners for Equity & Achievement in eastern Connecticut’s Education (PEACE) will expand choice through inter and intra district magnet schools across eastern Connecticut and decrease minority group isolation by 6%. PEACE represents a range of opportunities for K-12 students with a deep focus on varied STEM learning opportunities:
1. New London Science & Technology Magnet High School plans a significant revision of its curriculum through the finalization of its Bio-Medical strand and an increase of 100 students
2. Language and Technology Arts Middle Magnet School will expand with the addition of Technology Arts as a curricular theme and an expansion of 100 students
3. Moriarty Elementary School will be a new K-5 STEM magnet school through an Environmental Sciences lens

4. Wequonnoc School will be a new Technology and Arts K-5 magnet school (planning year 1)

5. Quinebaug Middle College, a grade 10-12 magnet high school plans a significant revision & expansion of its STEM curriculum with the addition of an Engineering component

6. Charles Barrows STEM Academy will be a new K-8 magnet STEM school

7. Goodwin College Early Childhood Magnet School will be a new early-childhood (pre-k to

3rd grade) Reggio Emilia magnet school

The seven new/significantly revised magnet schools in partnership with higher education, educational service centers, and school districts will offer parents and their children from across eastern Connecticut a quality educational experience in schools that foster inclusion, high expectations, and a commitment to lifelong learning.
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
