Project Description:

The Ventura Unified School District is located on the coast in southern California. The District serves 17,429 students at grades K-12 in twenty-five elementary schools, four middle schools and three comprehensive high schools. The student population is 48% Hispanic and 43% White. Approximately 15% of VUSD students are English Learners with Spanish most often reported as their home language.
