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Project Mahope O Ke Kula Ke A`o Mau Ana  is an after-school supplemental education and mentoring project that includes curriculum development. The project is a partnership designed to inspire Native Hawaiian students to achieve academic success in math and science through the experience of Hawaiian cultural values and practices and hands-on learning during after-school hours. Objectives include improving attitudes and increasing knowledge of students to Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM).  The project will serve 400 Native Hawaiian students and 40 teachers and community mentors trained as curriculum module facilitators.  The project is located on the island of O`ahu in the urban Honolulu areas of Kalihi, Nanakuli and Waianae.
