Through www.data.ed.gov, the Department has already posted selected information on each Promise Neighborhoods application received. With the announcement of the Promise Neighborhoods grantees, the Department continues its commitment to transparency by posting additional information. Specifically, we are adding a link to each grantee’s abstract on www.data.ed.gov and in the chart below. Also in the chart below, we are posting application narratives, memoranda of understanding, and reviewers' comments and scores for all Promise Neighborhoods grantees. For Promise Neighborhoods implementation grantees, we are also posting the application Appendix F, which provides a variety of information regarding each grantee’s cradle-to-career continuum of solutions. 

THERE ARE SPECIFIC ELEMENTS TO KEEP IN MIND AS YOU REVIEW THE INFORMATION PROVIDED.
· STRUCTURE:  The list of grantees is organized by grant type (i.e., Implementation and Planning).  The list is organized by rank order.  
· SOURCE:  All of the information posted reflects information provided to the Department by Promise Neighborhoods applicants and independent peer reviewers.  The Department has not altered or edited this information in any way other than to protect the privacy of individuals and to redact proprietary information as we are legally required to do.
WE ALSO WANT TO CLARIFY EXACTLY WHAT INFORMATION WE HAVE POSTED FOR IMPLEMENTATION GRANTEES.

· (COLUMN 1) APPLICANT INFORMATION
· APPLICANT NAME & PROJECT NAME:  These items are directly excerpted from the application.
· RAW SCORES:  The raw score received by each application.  

· ABSTRACT:  This link will take you to the proposed project’s page on www.data.ed.gov where you can find the project abstract as well as specific information regarding the requested budget, absolute and competitive priorities addressed, project partners, and other helpful information.
·  (COLUMN 2) APPLICATION NARRATIVES:  Application narratives are a significant component of the Promise Neighborhoods application, and proprietary and privacy information must be redacted before application narratives are publicly posted.  
· (COLUMN 3) APPLICATION MEMORANDA OF UNDERSTANDING:  Application memoranda of understanding are signed by each organization or agency with which the applicant would partner in its Promise Neighborhood efforts. 
· (COLUMN 4) APPLICATION APPENDIX F – CONTINUUM OF SOLUTIONS: Appendix F of the application includes several pieces of information regarding each solution within the continuum of solution, such as the level of evidence of the solution, how and when the solution will be implemented, and the estimated per-child cost of implementing the solution.  
· (COLUMN 5) REVIEWERS’ COMMENTS and SCORES:  Each peer reviewer completed a technical review form (TRF) for each application reviewed.  The TRF for each reviewer will include scores and comments consistent with the reviewer’s role. The Department created panels of three peer reviewers each to assess 7-10 applications each using the four selection criteria and competitive preference priorities outlined in the Notices Inviting Applications (NIA). Average raw scores of the three reviewers were used to generate a rank-order list. The Implementation applications were reviewed in a two-tier process. The highest-scoring applications from Tier 1 were selected for the next tier of review, where a panel of three expert reviewers scored them using the four selection criteria and competitive preference priorities.  Reviewers’ scores from the second tier determined the highest-scoring implementation applications. 
Finally, please note that proprietary and privacy information was also redacted from reviewer’s comments before being publicly posted.
For planning grantees, we have only posted the applicant information (column 1), application narratives (column 2), application memoranda of understanding (column 3), and reviewers’ comments and scores (column 4). 
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
