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Dr. Jim Dueck’s experience in education spans more than 35 years.  Beginning as a teacher at West Dover Elementary School in Calgary in 1970, Jim soon stepped into the role of principal and then served for 13 years in district administration in British Columbia eventually becoming superintendent of Abbotsford, and later Nanaimo Ladysmith School Divisions.  While working, Jim continued his post secondary studies, obtaining Baccalaureate and Masters degrees in education from the University of Calgary and a Doctorate in Educational Leadership from Brigham Young University.
In September 1998, Jim joined Alberta Education as Assistant Deputy Minister (ADM) of Student Programs and Evaluation Division.  Jim’s primary responsibility was setting the provincial curriculum and evaluating student achievement relative to provincial standards.  A year later, with the creation of Alberta Learning, and following government restructuring to join the K-12 school system with Post Secondary Education, he was appointed to the position of ADM of System Improvement and Reporting.  In this role, he worked with other departments and divisions in government as well as with school jurisdictions and post-secondary institutions to achieve greater levels of accountability for the purpose of achieving improvement.

Government restructuring in 2005 re-established Alberta Education and subsequent realignment of responsibilities within the department resulted in Jim becoming ADM of Accountability and Reporting.  Developing and implementing an accountability framework for the system has been one of his major initiatives.
