Thank you for your timely submission of Massachusetts’ corrective action plan outlining the steps Massachusetts is taking to resolve the compliance issues identified in the Special Conditions document issued with the State’s 2007 Title III, Part A grant award.

The U.S. Department of Education (Department) understands, based on Massachusetts’ corrective action plan, that Massachusetts has implemented a process for awarding subgrants to local educational agencies (LEAs) that experience a significant increase in immigrant students.  

The Department finds Massachusetts’s corrective action plan acceptable, with the following stipulation:

The State must provide evidence to the Department which demonstrates that immigrant subgrants were made using FY2007 and FY2008 funds.

Dr. Millie Bentley-Memon, Senior Education Program Specialist, OELA, will monitor your progress.  Please submit evidence noted above to Dr. Bentley-Memon.  Upon receiving evidence that the State has completed the actions outlined above, the Department will remove this finding and associated condition from Massachusetts’s 2007 Title III, Part A grant award.  

Thank you for your attention to these matters.  We appreciate your efforts to implement a high-quality Title III program to address the needs of limited English proficient (LEP) students in your State.
