Module features include answers to many frequently asked questions, links to relevant legislation
and guidance documents, true-to-life scenarios, knowledge checks, and job aids you can print or
download for later use. If you can’t finish a module in one sitting, the online platform makes it
easy to resume later where you left off. Anyone who completes a module can print a
personalized certificate of completion.

The brief PowerPoint (with script) enclosed with this letter can be used to introduce the modules
to your staff as an opportunity for professional development. Several state Title 111 directors who
viewed the modules during the Combined Federal Programs Summer Meeting said the modules
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would be useful for staff training and orientation within the state education agency — and also
for Title 111 administrators in local education agencies.

I hope you find these modules timely and useful. A survey at the end of each module provides
an opportunity for you to provide comments and feedback. Your input will help the Office of
State Support fine-tune its efforts to create tools that support the important work you are doing in
your state.
