Since its charter school legislation was introduced in 2001, Indiana’s charter school movement has shown steady growth, from 1,271 students enrolled in 11 charter schools in 2002 (0.1% of the state’s total public school population) to 15,611 students enrolled in 49 charter schools (1.5% of the state’s total public school population) in 2008.  Indiana charter schools create a public school option that serves diverse students; provides professional educators with opportunities to employ their creativity; and offers parents, students, and the community expanded opportunities for involvement in the public school system.

With this application, Indiana seeks federal funding to establish a per pupil facilities funding program for charter schools in the state.  The grant creates priority funding for middle schools and high school located in school districts that have middle schools and/or high schools that have not made Adequate Yearly Progress for two consecutive years or districts that have high schools with graduation rates of less than 60%.  

Through the State Charter School Facilities Incentive Grants Program, Indiana seeks to achieve three goals: increase the number of high quality charter schools in the state; promote the fiscal stability of new and existing charter schools; and increase student academic performance in charter schools.  Indiana has set performance indicators for determining its progress toward meeting these goals, and through strategic activities and an evaluation component, the SEA is confident that it will have a successful per pupil facilities grant program.
