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2. State’s Primary Education Funding Formulae

Rhode Island’s education funding distribution reflects a mix of programs that support community 
education efforts in a way that is designed to address resource and equity gaps while promoting 
accountability and performance. 
 
In 1998, the state adopted its current education funding plan which froze the calculation of the old 
aid categories as part of a base entitlement to which new appropriations are added, called General 
Aid.  In addition, the state established several categorical programs, called investment funds, which 
target funds to a specific program or population.  The funds are: 

• Charter School (Indirect Aid) –to support the indirect costs that districts incur when 
students attend charter schools  

• Early Childhood - to provide support for schools and teaching staff for kindergarten 
through third grade to begin improving student performance 

• Full Day Kindergarten – to support districts that implement full day kindergarten 
programs 

• Group Home – to eliminate billing among communities for the education costs of 
children placed in group homes by the Department of Children, Youth, and Families 

• Language Assistance – to assist students that require additional language educational 
services 

• Professional Development – to provide for continued skill development for Rhode 
Island’s teachers and staff 

• Student Equity – to close gaps in student performance in mathematics, reading, and 
writing by targeting students in greatest need of additional educational services 

• Student Technology – to provide schools and teaching staff with up-to-date educational 
technology and training to help students meet the demands of the twenty-first century 

• Targeted Aid – to provide funds to locally or regionally operated districts in which tax 
effort exceeds tax capacity and at least 40% of the K-3 students are eligible for free or 
reduced lunch 

• Vocational Equity – to provide aid for districts that send students to locally operated 
career and technical centers 

 
In addition to distributed aid to school districts, Rhode Island has education aid programs to support 
charter schools, school construction/renovation, teachers’ retirement, and four state schools, 
including two career and technical centers, the school for the deaf, and a state controlled district.

The Office will have discussions with each 
institution to ensure that any projects they put forward focus on two areas: keeping education 
affordable for students and making one-time investments that will create savings over time, without 
creating increased budgetary demands in the post-stimulus years.  All the funding will be forwarded 
along to the three institutions of higher education once they have projects that meet the criteria.
