Washington State’s SEA, the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI), 1s
strongly positioned to leverage Striving Readers Comprehensive Literacy Program (SRCL) funds
and other resources to reach our shared vision of “95/95 by 2016” that 1s, 95% of Washington’s
children enter Kindergarten with language skills essential for success 1in school, and 95% of our
students graduate with robust literacy skills for success i1n careers, college, and life.

SRCL funding will provide the catalyst for the State (OSPI and its early learning
partners) to fully integrate 1ts nationally-recognized early learning system with OSPI’s research-
based K-12 literacy efforts. The grant will build the bridge from a position of system-wide
readiness to one that results in improved learning outcomes, data-based decision making, and
effective use of technology.

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Descriptions of each follow.

1. B-12 Comprehensive Literacy Plan (CLP): The CLP provides the foundation for
actions the State will take as i1t leverages SRCL funds with other resources to improve school-
readiness and success through grade 12 1n language and literacy development. The CLP stands
on the shoulders of OSPI’s SAILS Framework (2005) for implementing K-12 reading systems.

“SAILS” represents five research-based components of reading described below.

Emphasizes aligning reading matenals, instruction, and assessment to State’s
S: Standards Literacy Learning Standards (Common Core E/LA, Early Learning, and English
Language Development Standards).

Focuses on the use of screening, diagnostic, progress monitoring, and outcome

A: Assessment assessments to guide high-quality instruction and intervention.

I: Instruction and | Outlines the three-tiered model of service delivery that incorporates research-based

Intervention literacy instruction with State Learning Standards.
Establishes processes to build leadership and system-wide capacity to implement
L: Leadership & eftective literacy istruction for all students, including disadvantaged students;
focuses on challenges of systems change; emphasizes the role of shared ownership
S: System-wide and collaborative commitment toward reading achievement and a sustained,
Commitment systemic approach to instructional improvement and developmental support from
B-12.

Expansion: Recognizing the critical role of “first teachers” (e.g., parents, early childhood
education providers) in ensuring students enter Kindergarten school ready and prepared with
literacy skills, OSPI convened a State-wide literacy team to expand the framework. The resulting
document, the B-12 Comprehensive Literacy Plan (CLP), provides actionable steps for LEASs
and early childhood education providers to implement effective literacy instruction. The CLP
integrates early learning and K-12 literacy standards and emulates and expands upon a nationally
acclaamed B-12 system created by a local school district and its early learning partners. The CLP
aligns directly with SRCL Absolute Priorities #1 and #2, Competitive Priority, and program

requirements. Section (A) (1) (¢) provides additional commentary on the CLP.

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Five Phases: Recognizing the complex nature of systems development and change, the

State anchored the CLP 1n the research of Fixsen et al. (2005) around implementation science.

The CLP progresses through five phases described by the research team: Pre-implementation,

Initial Implementation, Full Implementation, Innovation, and Sustainability. LEAs and their

early childhood education (ECE) partners must move purposefully through each phase to ensure

full and effective implementation of their comprehensive literacy system. The State will allocate

resources, deliver professional development, and provide on-site technical assistance to support

LEAS/ECEs to implement key strategic actions during each phase (see Table 1).

2. SEA Implementation Plan and Framework for Change: The framework anchoring
this proposal (Figure 2) illustrates how the State will implement a two-pronged approach to
leverage resources and build capacity for effective literacy instruction across the B-12 system.
Expected outcomes for each include substantial increases 1n student learning outcomes in
literacy, increased use of data-based decision making, and effective use of technology.

(a) B-12 Literacy System Subgrants: Provides intensive resources and technical assistance
to create a network of ECE partners and elementary, middle, and high schools serving the
same high-poverty population; goal 1s to build effective B-12 literacy systems that
improve learning outcomes for disadvantaged students and can be scaled to other
schools/early learning settings in the LEA and across the State; aligns strategies to the
five phases 1in the CLP and the SRCL Absolute and Competitive Priorities, and other
requirements; supports three cohorts serving up to 40 LEA/ECE partner networks.

(b) LEA and ECE Capacity-Building Subgrants: Provides funds and technical assistance
to LEA educators, ECE providers, and community-based organizations; goal 1s to ensure
educators 1n all 295 LEAs receive consistent and coordinated statewide professional
development (PD) around the components of the CLP (e.g., PD on the K-12 and early

OSPI collaborate to allocate £ECE Capacity-Building Subgrants and link these grants with

LEA Capacity-Building Subgrants; ECE subgrants focus on pre-literacy skills for school

readiness and children’s transition from Pre-Kindergarten through Grade 3.

The State will utilize these two approaches to leverage funds in support of the shared
commitment and vision of “95/95 by 2016.”

The graphic on the page 7 depicts the framework for systems change the State will
implement to scale up effective literacy instruction in learning settings across the B-12
continuum. The Foundations lay the groundwork; the State will leverage SRCL and other funds
to implement 1ts Two-Pronged Approach and specific actions; together, these lead to Aligned
Systems that are essential to ensure 95% of students across Washington State graduate prepared
with college- and career-ready skills and knowledge.

3. SEA Timeline: As illustrated in the timeline, Table 2, on page 8, the SEA intends
to dramatically increase the number of subgrantees over the life of the grant. This enables the
State to (a) build statewide educator and system capacity to scale evidence-based literacy
practices aligned with the CLP, (b) provide resources and time to support LEAS/ECE partners to

progress through Fixsen’s strategic phases, and (¢) create sustainable systems.

(a) Update, Implement, and Continuously Improve the CLP: The SEA will gather
statewide stakeholder input on the draft in spring 2011 and launch the CLP 1n fall 2011. To
maintain an eye toward “usability” and continuous improvement, state-level structures (e.g.,
quarterly meetings of the B-12 State Literacy Team, monthly meetings of the Early Learning
Joint Resolution Partnership) will be used to gather guidance and support 1n updating and
implementing the CLP. Statewide updates will be provided at least annually through established
communication systems (e.g., OSPI website) and statewide training to key literacy stakeholders
(e.g., regional Educational Service Districts, B-12 literacy partners and providers). In-depth
updates and support will be integrated throughout SRCL subgrantee activities.

(b) Align Federal, State and Private Funds and Programs. Table 3 exemplifies ways
that various funding streams and programs will be leveraged to create a coherent and aligned
approach for providing effective literacy instruction for all students, including disadvantaged
students. Early learning partners and leaders from OSPI departments representing the diversity of
state and federal programs pledged to expand current efforts to support the CLP. These
committed partnerships align with SRCL goals, since the intended targets for many of their
funding sources include children and youth from high-poverty settings and disadvantaged
students. These partners have pledged $2.5 million to support implementation of the CLP.
