	· Birth-Age 5: Completed reading framework during the spring of 2010. New modules are currently being built in order to assist providers with a better understanding of development literacy needs. Updated Early Childhood Foundations to align with the changes in CCSS.

	· Kindergarten-Grade 6: Implementation of Public Law 109 mandating mastery on a newly developed assessment for grade 3 during spring 2012. Initiated the 90 minute uninterrupted reading block in elementary schools during the 11-12 school year. Implementation of summative assessments for K-2. These no-stakes assessments focus on developmental reading skills.

	· Grade 6-12: Finalized the Secondary Literacy Framework addressing content area literacy through Opportunity schools at the middle and high school levels. Virtual site pilots were included to allow additional sites to receive training and support while implementing the framework.
