	Learning Strategies Curriculum (originally developed by University of Kansas) which is aimed at strategies for word identification, comprehension, vocabulary, and fluency among struggling adolescent readers.


	Added period of literacy instruction that replaces an elective. Students receive instruction for one year.
	LSC-certified trainers facilitate teachers in a 5-day workshop in the summer and 6 half day follow up workshops during the year.  Mentor coaches visit monthly. 
	6th and 9th grade students who score at least 2 grades below grade level using the Group Reading Assessment and Diagnostic Examination (GRADE)

	Teachers attend 2 whole-day trainings, 6 networking meetings, and 6 online training modules provided by Scholastic.

	Read 180 Instructional Program (Scholastic), a reading curriculum that aims to directly address struggling adolescent readers’  individual needs through adaptive and instructional software, teacher-directed instruction, and independent or modeled reading of high interest literature.  
	Added period of literacy instruction that replaces an elective. Struggling readers can receive Read 180 instruction for up to three years.
	Teachers and reading coaches receive 3 half days of training from Scholastic during the summer.  Make-up training also held in September.
	6th through 8th grade students who score in the bottom third in language arts on the NJ state proficiency test

	Ohio
	Read 180 Instructional Program (Scholastic), a reading curriculum that aims to directly address struggling adolescent readers’  individual needs through adaptive and instructional software, teacher-directed instruction, and independent or modeled reading of high interest literature.  
	Program replaces regular English Language Arts (ELA) class, and adds 45 minutes of additional instruction per day, replacing an elective. Struggling readers remain in intervention for duration of their stay in the correctional facility, which averages 10 months.
	Teachers attend an initial 2 day training during the summer and are provided with additional days of in-service each year by Scholastic.  Make-up trainings also held in the fall for new staff.
	Incarcerated youth ages 13-21 without a high school diploma or G.E.D. who score 200 Lexile points below reading level on the Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI)

	Portland
	Xtreme Reading (University of Kansas), a curriculum aimed at teaching explicit strategy instruction for word recognition, reading fluency and comprehension among struggling adolescent readers.


	Program replaces regular English Language Arts (ELA) class. Students receive instruction for one year.
	Teachers receive 2 weeks of intensive PD during the summer, with make up sessions in September provided by program developers and trainers.  Additional PD is provided throughout the school year (total of 100+ hrs/year).
	7th through 10th grade students who score at least two grades below grade level using the Group Reading Assessment and Diagnostic Examination (GRADE) or OSAT

	San Diego
	Strategies for Literacy Independence across the Curriculum model (McDonald & Thornley). The professional development-based model is not a prescribed curriculum, but is rather a set of literacy strategies developed to enhance students’ skills in reading and writing. 


	Added period of literacy instruction that replaces an elective. Struggling readers can receive targeted intervention for up to two years.
	Teachers receive professional development in the summer, but the majority of PD takes place throughout the school year at the schools (120-160 more hours per year), provided by the district.

	Read 180 Instructional Program (Scholastic), a reading curriculum that aims to directly address struggling adolescent readers’  individual needs through adaptive and instructional software, teacher-directed instruction, and independent or modeled reading of high interest literature.  

Xtreme Reading (University of Kansas), a curriculum aimed at teaching explicit strategy instruction for word recognition, reading fluency and comprehension among struggling adolescent readers.
	Both curricula are delivered as an added period of literacy instruction that replaces an elective. Struggling readers can receive either Read 180 or Xtreme Reading targeted intervention for up to three years. 
	Teachers are trained in the two interventions beginning in the summer (5 days) and continue to receive training throughout the school year.  Also receive in-class coaching provided by Scholastic and the University of Kansas.
	9th grade students reading at least two grades below grade level but not lower than a 4th grade level based on the Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI)
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
