WHO
We are seeking reviewers with expertise in U.S. history content, K-12 professional development initiatives, and evaluation.  All persons interested in reviewing TAH applications may have a degree in history, history education, or a related field.  Persons interested in reviewing may also have the following experience serving as: 

· an elementary or secondary history teacher

· a history or history education university/college professor

· a TAH Grant Director  

· a TAH Grant Partner

· a historian or other history-related professional

· an evaluator of K-12 professional development initiatives

WHAT
Peer reviewers will independently read, score, and provide written comments for grant proposals submitted to the U. S. Department of Education from applicants seeking Federal funding under the Teaching American History Program. The purpose of this program is to raise student achievement by improving teachers' knowledge and understanding of and appreciation for traditional U.S. history. Grant awards will assist LEAs, in partnership with entities that have content expertise, to develop, document, evaluate, and disseminate innovative and cohesive models of professional development. The review process will be conducted electronically. Travel to Washington, DC, will not be necessary. Reviewers will be remunerated for their work.

REVIEWER REQUIREMENTS
· Must be available for scheduled conference calls over a two week review period with fellow reviewers

· Have access to the Internet and a printer

· Have the ability to interact within a web-based environment

· Read reviewer orientation materials

· Participate in at least one reviewer orientation call
· Read and score assigned applications

· Prepare written comments on the strengths and weaknesses of each application prior to discussions with other panel reviewers

WHEN
The TAH program will conduct a two tier review that will be conducted during the months of May and June 2011.  For Tier 1 of the review, April 29th – May 8th will be the applicant reading and scoring period. May 9th – May 25th will be the time period for facilitated conference calls with fellow panelists to discuss and finalize comments and scores.  For Tier 2 of the review,        June 9th – June 19th will be the applicant reading and scoring period. June 20th – July 1st will be the time period for facilitated conference calls with fellow panelists to discuss and finalize comments and scores.
