Background

Improving the quality of instruction through the development of content standards is a critical step in developing effective curriculum and meaningful assessment to enhance student learning. Standards development is a slow and intensive process, and in adult education, many programs do not use standards to guide instruction.  The Adult Education Content Standards Warehouse was created to assist states to build capacity in the development, alignment, and implementation of state adult education content standards in reading, mathematics, and English language acquisition.

Overview

The key objectives of the Adult Education Content Standards Warehouse include:

(1) Providing access to a range of standards in English language acquisition, reading and mathematics; (2) Developing guidance to assist states on how to validate and implement existing standards for state adoption and the assessments and curricula aligned with those standards; and (3) Developing guidance to assist states on how to plan, develop, align, review, revise and implement content standards.
