STAR:  STudent Achievement in Reading (STAR)
Background

One of the key strategic goals of the U.S. Department of Education is to “transform education into an evidence-based field.” This focus on “what works” includes a call for investment in research-based programs and instructional strategies. The Office of Vocational and Adult Education (OVAE) has launched an effort to translate and disseminate evidence-based reading practices through a pilot program that is managed by DTI Associates.  In partnership with six states, the department has embarked upon STudent Achievement in Reading (Project STAR) to promote effective reading instruction at the state and local levels through site-based reform.  Each state selected several local pilot programs whose teachers and administrators receive intensive training on reading strategies and program changes necessary to implement reading reform.

Overview

The state and local pilot sites are participating in a two-part training with an emphasis on diagnostic assessment and the four components of successful reading instruction.   Teachers, program adminstrators, and state staff are involved in several technical assistance activities, including study circles and conference calls designed to help programs successfully implement research-based reading practices.

Outcomes and Products   

· Toolkit of resources on building state capacity to implement researched-based reading reform in adult classrooms.

· Training and technical assistance on reading instruction, professional development, and capacity building.

· Increased partnerships with states and their professional development systems to increase capacity to deliver research-based training.
